A 65 years old patient came to the ER complaining of sudden loss of thermal and touch sensations on his right leg and was unable to stand on it unsupported. On motor examination, his right knee reflex was normal while the ankle jerk was exaggerated with spastic muscles.  Sensory examination reveals loss of hot/cold sensations . He could not localize  fine touch. However, he still can fell sharp  pain on his right lower limb. His blood pressure was 160/100 and his pulse was 90 . Oral temperature was 37.  How do you diagnose these neurological manifestations?
